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Synonyms –  

Synonyms are words having the same or nearly the same meaning as another word in the same language.  One way to help remember 
this is that “synonyms” and “same” start with the same sound “S”. Find the synonyms in the story. How many different words are used 
to describe something that smells good? Some include fragrance, aroma, scent, and sweet-smelling. How about the word smelly, 
describing the fertilizer?  Smelly is used to describe something offensive, as opposed to the other words that describe something 
pleasant. How many words can you find describing something petite? The author uses the words tiny, small, and little. Introduce your 
child to a thesaurus, explaining that it is like a dictionary but gives you synonyms instead of definitions. Go on a synonym hunt, looking 
for all the words you can that mean the same as scent and small. Record them in Staggered Flap Book if desired. 
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
