
 

 

Cut books out.  Stack in order and staple on the left side of the front 
cover.   
 
Use the blank space for your student to write (in his own words) the leg-
ends of St. Valentine.   Your younger student can cut and paste the in-
formation after you read it/review it with her.   
 
The clip-art sprinkled throughout the sides of this book can be used to 
decorate the bare spots of your lapbook if your student desires.   
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Some say Valentine was a priest who 
served during the third century in Rome. 
When Emperor Claudius II decided that 
single men made better soldiers than 
those with wives and families, he out-
lawed marriage for young men -- his crop 
of potential soldiers.  
Valentine, realizing the injustice of the  
decree, defied Claudius and continued to 
perform marriages for young lovers in  
secret. When Valentine's actions were 
discovered, Claudius ordered that he be 
put to death.  



 

Others believe Valentine actually sent 
the first 'valentine' greeting himself. 
While in prison, it is believed that Valen-
tine fell in love with a young girl -- who 
may have been his jailor's daughter -- 
who visited him during his confinement. 
Before his death, it is alleged that he 
wrote her a letter, which he signed 
'From your Valentine,' an expression 
that is still in use today.  
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
