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Cut out book on previous page as one piece. Fold each triangle under. You
should have four flaps. Let your student paste one picture under each flap
while you emphasize the sound at the beginning of the word. What other
words start with /d/?



Cut out cave piece on the dotted lines. Cut around the black hole in the cave. Cut all around the
door, but DO NOT cut the left side (this is where the door will stay attached). You do need to cut
around the bottom; you want the door to be able to open and close.

Put a Velcro dot on the back of Angus. You will also need one on the inside of the cave door and
one somewhere on the outside of the cave. Let your student put Angus IN the cave and take An-
gus OUT of the cave. You can use this to teach the words /nand out. You can also let your stu-
dent play with it (and act out part of the story).
